Seem, appear, prove, turn out, happen etc. 
The weather appears to be changing. 
 
Be sure, be certain - наверняка, be likely – вероятно etc. 
He is likely to come.

1. Ving = V 
Start, begin, continue, intend, bother, like, love, hate, can’t stand, can’t bear etc. 
We began reading.  
We began to read. 
NB: like, love, hate – I like living here. (уже существующая ситуация) 
                                   I like to live in the country. 



 
2. hear, see etc. 
I heard him singing = I heard that he was singing. 
I heard the door bang. 
 
3. remember, forget 
I remember taking the book. (уже сделал) 
Remember to take the book! (нужно сделать) 
 
4. try 
He is trying to learn English. (прилагать усилия, стараться) 
He tried opening the window because it was too hot in the room. (пытаться 
сделать, получится или нет) 
5. stop 
They stopped talking. 
They stopped to talk to her. (чтобы – цель) 
 
6. need 
It needs painting.
